A few years ago, when | received my certificate for ALM Worship leader
in Worcester cathedral, | felt that Authorized Lay Ministry might not to
be the end of my journey. However, | just didn't quite know where to
go next.

As | started growing in my role as ALM within St. Godwald's | continued
to feel that God was calling me to explore other routes and some of
you have also asked and encouraged me to do so in your own ways.
